This study was conducted by the Research Department af.theTravel Associatioffor the
Tennessee Department of Tourist DevelopmentThe study provides preliminary 2008 and

2007 estimates of domestic and international traveler edipgres in Tennessee, as well as the
employment, payroll income, and federal, state and local tax revenue directly generated by these
expenditures. Multiplier impact of these expenditures is also included.

Additionally, this study provides estimates bgunty for domestic travel expenditures and
employment, payroll income, and state and local tax revenue directly generated by these
domestic expenditures.
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Introduction

INTRODUCTION

This report presents prelimina0® estimates of the impact of U.S. resident and international
traveler spending in Tennessee, as well as the employment, payroll income and tax revenue
directly generated by this spending. For the purpose of comparison,jrpact data are also
included in this report.

All estimates of the economic impact of travel containedis Yolume are the product of U.S.
Travel Associatiols Travel Economic Impact Model (TEIM), a proprietary economic model
developed expressly to indicate the expendituresplayment, payroll, and tax revenue
generated by travel away from home in the United States.

The Travel Economic Impact Model (TEIM) was initially developed in 1975 for the U.S.
Department of the Interior to indicate the economic value of travel androdo states and
counties. The original TEIM has been revised substantially based upon more accurate and
targeted input data available from governments and the private sector.

The domestic component of TEIM is based ational surveys conducted by U.$ravel
Associationand other tragl-related data developed by U.S. Travel Associati@mious federal
agencies and national travel organizations each year. A summary of the methodology is
provided in Appendix B.

The international traveler expenditugstimates are based on the Office of Travel and Tourism

| ndust r i e-Blight u®édy and datalprovided to OTTI from Canada and Mexico. Other
estimates of the economic impact of international visitors to the U.S. are generated by the TEIM
byincorpg ati ng the estimated international travel
to produce the domestic estimates.

U.S. residents traveling in Tennessee includes both state residents asfestatg visitors
traveling away from home overnight paid accommodations, or on day or overnight trips to
places 50 miles or more away from home. Travel commuting to and from work; travel by those
operating an airplane, bus, truck, train or other form of common carrier transportation; military
travel on aave duty; and travel by students away at school are all excluded from the model. In
addition, the payroll and employment estimates represent impact generated in the private sector
and exclude publisupported payroll and employment.

Since additional dateelating to travel and its economic impact in 3Gl become available
subsequent to this study,S. Travel Associatiomeserves the right to revise these estimates in
the future.

The U.S. economexperienced a challging year in 2008. Real GDP in chained 2005 dollars
increasedonly 0.4 percent ove2007, the lowest annual rate of GDP growth since 19%alR
disposablepersonalincome was up 0.5 percent over the previous year, wiel@ personal
consumption expenditues decreased O0.percent from 200 Annual average nofarm
employment in the U.S. decreased 532,000 to 137.1 million, down 0.4 percent from 2007. The
national unemployment rate increased in 2008, up to 5.8 percent compared to the 2007 rate of

In 2008, total U.S. domestic perstips were down 2.0 percent compared to 2007. International
visitors to the U.S. increased 4 percent in 2008 to 58 million. Among the international visitors,
overseas visitors were up 6 percent to 25.3 million, Canadian visitors increased 7 percent to 18.9
million, but Mexican visitors decreased 4 percent to 13ilfiom The volume of overseas
visitors traveled to the U.S. in 2008 remained 2 percent lower than its historical record set in
2000.

Travel Expenditures in 208

Total direct traveler expenditures, includitige spending of botldlomestic and internatioha
visitors, increased 4.7 percent to $77Ah#lion (in current or nominal dollars)n 2008
Calculated in chained 2000 dollars (i.e., adjusted for inflation), however, total direct traveler
expenditures actually decl n20@Bdeislre tlavelerespendangqt b e
increased 6.7 percent while business traveler spending was up 0.9 percent. Business travel,
including travel for meetings/conventions and other business purposes, was much more
negatively affected than was leisure traveR0D08. Declining business profits, higher rates of
unemployment, changes in corporate travel policies, technological advances that offer
alternatives to travel and other political concerns all combined to make business tesnel
especially meeting/enes-related travet the most vulnerable sector in the U.S. travel industry in
2008. Spending by meetings/convention travelers, even in current dollars, declined 1.5 percent in
2008.

Domestic travel expenditurés current dollargose 3.3 percent taotal $662.4billion in 2008.

This increase reflects the inflation in travel prices, especially in the cost of gasoline prices,
experienced throughout much of 2008. Declines in travel volume and changes in the trips that
were taken toward traveling closer h@me and spending less at the destination, resulted in
domestic travel spending experiencing its lowest rate of growth since 2003. Worsening
conditions, however, suggest that domestic travel expenditures will actually decline in 2009, now
forecasted to bdown 8.1percentas compared to 2008 and totaling $608.5 billion.

Encouraged by favorable exchange rategrnationainbound visitordncreased.5 percentand
they spent a total &110.5 billion inthe U.S. during 2008, up4.2 percenbver 2007 However,

international traveler spending in the U.S. decreased 12.0 percent in the first quarter of 2009 and
is projected to decline 12.9 percent in 2009 to total $96.2 billion.

The U.S. currenaiccount deficit the combined balances on trade in goau$ services, income,
and net unilateral current transferdecreased to $706.1 billian 2008 from $726.@illion in
2007. As one of the largest service exports, U.S. international travel receigisdifg
passenger farggenerated nearla $29.4billion trade surplus for the country in 2008.

Travel Employment in 2008

Approximately 532,000 jobs were eliminated in themfarm sector in 2008, a 0.4 percent
decreasefrom 2007, according to the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS). The national
unemployment rate rose from 4.6 percent in 2007 to 5.8 percent in 2008. Total domestic and
international t ha.2 diectls genemtpde7n/ dmilliorg jobs for the U.S.
economy in 2008, representing a 0.3 percent increase compared td 20@7er nat i on al t |
spending generated more than 1 million jobs, up 4.0 percent from 2007, while domestic

average employment itravel industry was positive in 2008, employment in the industry
declined significantly from September to December.

Among the seven travel industgategoriesinvestigated in this report for employment, the

greatest gain occurred in the foodsenimustry, with employment up 1.5 percent from 2007 to
nearly three million. The empl oyment gener at e
and Recreationreaclked almost 1.3 million, up 1.2 percent over 20Blbwever, the auto
transportation, lodging, and general retail industries saw annual job losses of 2.5 percent, 1.6
percent, and 1.6 percent respectively.

Travelgenerated payroll is the wage and salary income paid to employees directly serving the
traveler within the industry sectors from which these travelers purchase goods aressé&ach

dollar spent on travel generates different amounts of payroll income within the various travel
industry sectors depending on the labor content and the wage structure of each sector.

Direct Travel-Generated Employment

The most impressive contribution thaavel and tourism make to the Tennessee economy is the
number of businesses and jobs it supports. These jobs include a large number of executive and
managerial positions, as well as serviceented occupations.

182.3 thousand jobs, including futime and seasonal/pditne positions in the state,
down 1.1 percent from 2007. On average, every $78&ght by domestic and
international travelers in Tennessee directly suigoloone job.

1 It is important to note that these domestic and internatioanatlrelated jobs composed
6.6 percent of total nomgricultural employment in Tennessdaring 20@. Without
these jobs, Tennesgee 2008 unempl oyment hawtbeen &K 6. 4
percentage pointggher, or the equivalent of 12percent of the labor force.

1 The foodservice sector, which includes restaurants and other eating and drinking places,
provided more jobs than anyhetr industry sector. During 200&8omestictraveler
spending in thisector created 71.thousand jobs, accounting for 39p@rcent of the
state total. The labantensiveness of these businesses and the large proportion of travel
expenditures spent on food service contribute to the importanbis siector.

Travelers in Tennessee produce Asecondaryo i
expenditures previously detailed. These secondary outputs (sales) and earnings (wageyand sala
income) arise from Aindirecto and Ainducedo s

Indirect impact occurs as travel industry business operators, such as restaurants, purchase goods,
such as food and beverages, and services, such as electricity and building maintenance, from
local suppliers. These purchases generate additional output or sales indirectly.

Induced impact occurs as a result of the employees of businesses, and their suppliers, spending
part of their earnings in the area. This spending itself generates sales adthtithreaindirect
impact.

The sum of the indirect and induced effects comprises the total secondary impact of traveler
expenditures in the area. The ratio of the sum of primary output generated (travel spending) plus
secondary output to initial expenditsr alone is commonly termed the sales or output
Amul tipliero.

During the secondary impact process, wage and salary income (earnings) are generated in
addition to that produced by the initial travel expenditures as the suppliers employ labor to
produce thead di t i onal out put . The fAHearnings multip
secondary earnings generated by the initial travel spending to that spending. Just as additional
earnings are created, employment is also generated during the secondautypropess. The

each one million dollars of output or expenditures generated.
